Grading Policy – Students will receive a 

grade: 40% performances, 40% 

rehearsals, and 20% assignments.  Each 

student will start with 100 points in each 

category.  

 

The rehearsal grade will be based on 

attendance at class and after school 

rehearsals.  25 points will be deducted 

for unexcused absences.  

 

Unexcused absences from a performance 

will result in 50 point deduction and or 

removal from the performing group. 

 

Assignments could be both written and 

performed for an appropriate grade.  

 

 

Excused Absence Criteria 

1) Personal Illness 

2) Death of a relative 

3) Observance of a Religious 

Holiday 

4) Emergency circumstances 

which, in the judgment of the 

band director constitute good 

and sufficient cause for the 

absence.  

Whenever possible you must give prior 

notice of an absence. If prior notice is not 

given, it is your responsibility to bring a 

note from your parent or guardian stating 

the reason or excuse for being absent 

from a rehearsal or event. All absences 

will be assumed unexcused until the 

student takes the proper steps to have the 

absence excused.
